When handling agricultural machines, failure to follow instructions can
result in multiple hazards. Therefore, always take care when working
and never rush.

Note to the owner:
As required by law, you should regularly inform those working on the
machine of the existence of these safety instructions.

To guarantee user safety, stickers are applied to the machine. Do not
remove these stickers. If they are illegible or no longer properly stuck,
order new ones and fit them in the corresponding positions.

The locations of the symbols on the machine are indicated on the
drawing in appendix.

Read the user manual
Read and follow the user manual and the safety instructions before
switching on the machine or doing work on it.

Carrying persons is prohibited
Carrying persons on the moving machine is prohibited (during
transport and when working).

Danger of crushing
There is a danger of hands being crushed in an area where there are
likely to be moving parts. Keep your hands away from these areas.

Pay attention to articulated parts

Danger of crushing by an articulated part of the machine. Install the
safety devices provided and/or check the conditions for using
automatic safety devices before entering a hazardous area.

Safety rules

General recommendations

Prior to switching on each time, check that the machine complies with
safety requirements and particularly that protective and safety devices
(for example moving guards, cover, hazard stickers, etc.,) are in place
and operative.

Before starting work, familiarise yourself with all the parts, controls
and functions of your machine. Once you have started, it is too late.
If an operating incident occurs:

» Shut down the machine immediately.

» Identify the cause of the incident.

» Make any necessary repairs before starting up again.

No work should be carried out on the machine delivered unless:

® All measures have been taken to prevent the machine starting up
again accidentally (e.g. PTO and/or hydraulic hoses uncoupled,
tractor engine switched off),,

® chocks have been placed under the frame to prevent the risk of the
frame descending,

® the vehicle has been immobilised using the appropriate systems.

Before leaving the tractor:

» Lower the machine to the ground.
» Activate the hand brake.

» Remove the ignition key.

No one should stand between the tractor and the machine unless the
vehicle is immobilised (hand brake, chocks, etc.), the engine is
switched off and the ignition key removed.

Your machine has been designed in compliance with the health and
safety rules of European Directive 2006/42/EC.

Always keep the machine in its original condition, fitted with its original
accessories and equipment. Do not make any modifications. Any
unauthorised modification could invalidate the EC certificate of
conformity.



Hitching

Safety

Follow the hitching instructions exactly:

* When manoeuvring, select the tractor's lowest possible forward
speed,

®* no one should stand between the tractor and the machine when
manoeuvring the tractor or during lifting operations,

* the type of tractor hitch should be adapted to suit the machine's
hitch,

® when hitching, position the tractor's hydraulic controls such that the
hitch does not move during handling,

*® the hitch must be locked and should not become detached by itself
in the lower position.

The weight distribution is altered when the machine is hitched. The
maximum load per vehicle axle (see manufacturer's information)
should not be exceeded. If there is insufficient loading on the front
axle, extra weights must be installed, so that control over the vehicle's
steering is retained.

When hitching or unhitching the tool, put any support equipment
provided in place to prevent the machine from becoming unbalanced.

Transport

Respect the highway code when travelling on public roads.
Adapt your driving speed to the environment and land conditions.

Drive carefully and always pay attention to the dimensions of your
machine.

When cornering, beware of machine offset and weight transfer. Adjust
your forward speed accordingly.

During transport, lock the lower lift arms to prevent any sideways
movement.

The machine must not be moved outside the field or near people until
the fold-away extensions or the fold-away or tipping accessories (if
any) have been locked in the transport position.

During transport, hydraulic hoses on folding cylinders should be
disconnected to prevent any accidental unfolding.

For machines with a transport axle, lock the axle locking system prior
to travelling on the road.

When driving, the lift control should be positioned so as to prevent the
implement from being accidentally lowered.

Check that your hitch complies with local road safety legislation.
Where applicable, it is your responsibility to install and test transport
equipment (for example lighting, signals, guards, etc.) suitable for your
road configuration and to meet the requirements in the regulations, as
they apply to you. Ensure that the machine dimensions comply with
the highway code.

Carrying persons during work or during transport is prohibited.

For all movements, brakes must be coupled (no single wheel braking).

Safety

The machine can only be controlled by a single person from the
tractor.

No one must enter the folding extensions area or folding or tipping
(where fitted) accessories movement area, until they have been
locked by the system provided for this purpose. This system can be a
chain, pin, rigid rod or a controlled double valve.

Before starting up:
» Ensure that there is no one in the immediate vicinity (children, etc.).
» Ensure that you have sufficient visibility.

Any work on the machine while the tractor is in motion is prohibited.
Keep a safe distance of at least 5 metres from the moving machine
(forward movement, movement of any part of the machine, movement
of the tractor lift).

For equipment with lateral deflectors or any other accessory with
vertical adjustment, it is recommended that you maintain a safe
distance, in case the equipment accidentally falls during adjustment.
Wearing safety shoes is recommended.

Serious injury - even death - can result from contact with power lines.
Take all necessary precautions to avoid any contact, if you are moving
or using the machine close to a power line.

If your machine touches an electric line, do not try to leave the tractor
cab. Do not touch any metal part on the tractor. Never stand between
the machine and the electric line. Keep all persons away from the area
and inform the competent local authorities.

In the event of use on uneven terrain, the tractor can deviate from its
path or even tip over when working on sloping ground, if it encounters
a hole, ditch or other irregularity.

Comply with the manufacturer's specifications concerning the tractor's
axle loads. Do not overload the tractor.

Allow only one person, the operator, on the tractor when it and the tool
are in operation.

If the machine touches a live overhead electric line:
» Stay in the tractor cab.
Do not touch any metal parts of the tractor.

» Do not make a connection to ground.

» Warn nearby people not to approach the tractor or the machine.

Wait for a professional rescue team to switch off the overhead
electric line.

» Similarly, never climb on the machine when it is underneath live
overhead lines. An arc could flash over, even without direct
contact.

No work should take place within the radius of the tractor/tool
assembly unless the brakes or immobilisation system have been
engaged.

Never drive the tractor in an enclosed space. Exhaust
gases may build up without you realising and may cause serious
injuries or even death.

Use only Kverneland Group original replacement parts. Using other
parts could cause failures or create a safety hazard. Using non-
original replacement parts will invalidate the warranty. The exact
part number is indicated in the parts catalogue provided.

When changing parts on the machine, pay attention to all parts with
sharp edges or corners. We recommend that you wear safety
equipment (hard hat, safety shoes, gloves, etc.).

For machines fitted with folding extensions, you must follow the
instructions in this manual for assembly, disassembly and adjustment.

Prevention of any accidental operation

Protect all parts likely to contain energy reserves and all parts
supplying energy such as compressed air, hydraulic power and
electricity. Depressurise all systems and disconnect the hoses and
cables. Accidental operation could cause injuries.

Removing springs fitted as safety devices on working parts is strictly
prohibited: this should only be done by a specialist.

Regularly check that bolts are tight, tyre pressures are correct and the
hydraulic circuit is in good condition.

Before doing any welding, disconnect the electrical units (if any) and
disconnect the tractor's alternator and battery, if the tractor is hitched.

Never direct the jet of high pressure cleaners directly onto the
bearings, hydraulic hoses, electrical units or other sensitive
components on the machine (risk of damage). Take care with
splashback from the jet on certain surfaces.

Wear personal protective equipment and clothes suitable for
maintenance operations.

Do not smoke, produce sparks or use a naked flame near the
machine: Risk of explosion or fire in the presence of smoke, fuels, oils,
paints, solvents, dust, straw, etc. Keep a fire extinguisher within reach
close to the work area.



Unhitching

Safety

There is a serious risk of injury when unhitching the machine from the
tractor. To prevent any danger:

» Immobilise the tractor.

» Never position yourself between the tractor and the machine
during uncoupling.

» Operate the tractor hydraulic lift slowly and carefully.

» Make sure that the machine is on flat and sufficiently stable
ground.

» Connect or disconnect the hydraulic connectors to/from the tractor
hydraulic system only when the tractor/machine assembly is no
longer pressurised.

Before working on a hydraulic system, clean the folding hydraulic
parts in their rest position, depressurise completely and switch off
the tractor's engine.

Hydraulic connections only when the system is depressurised
Hydraulic hoses must only be connected when the tractor and
machine hydraulic systems are depressurised. A

pressurised hydraulic system could cause unpredictable movements
of the machine and lead to serious damage and bodily injury. Failure
to comply with this instruction may cause serious injury or even death.

Hydraulic system under high pressure

The hydraulic system is subjected to high pressure. Check

all lines, hoses and couplings regularly for leaks or visible damage.
Use only suitable accessories when looking for leaks. Repair any
damage immediately. Oil projections may cause injuries and fire. In
case of injury, contact a doctor immediately.

Never try to stop a leak with your fingers. Never try to locate a
hydraulic leak or stop it by hand. During an inspection, always use
suitable protection (e.g. a piece of wood or metal) and wear safety
goggles and safety gloves as well as gloves! High-pressure liquid
easily goes through the skin and clothing, causing serious injuries. In
case of injury, contact your doctor immediately!

Colour marking of hydraulic couplings

Hydraulic couplings are easy to recognised by their colours. Only
compatible couplings should be connected between

the tractor and the machine. Badly connected hydraulic couplings may
cause unpredictable movements of the machine.

Replace hydraulic hoses every six years or earlier if necessary
Hydraulic hoses wear out, even if this is

not visible. Replace hydraulic hoses every six years. Only use
hydraulic hoses with the same technical specifications. The data
required is printed on the hydraulic hose. Defective hydraulic lines
may cause serious injuries or even death.

Pressurised systems should only be maintained by a specialised
workshop

Repairs, maintenance and commissioning must be carried out by a
specialised workshop. The pressurised tank must only be handled
when cold. The tank must only be filled with nitrogen by a specialised
workshop having the appropriate equipment. Failure to comply with
these instructions could damage the machine or cause serious
injuries.

Pressurised systems must not be modified
Pressurised tanks must not be modified, by welding, drilling or any
other operation. The tanks must not be forced open. This could
damage the machine or cause serious injuries.
